Having started her professional musical career
in September 2011, Balgees was a winner of the L' Officiel
award of inspiring women as the “Best Arab Talent of the
Year 2012". She was also crowned “Best Arab New
Female Artist” for the year 2011 according to votes in
Zahrat Al Khaleej and Al Sada magazines, as well as the
“Best Arab Female Singer” in Katara concert at the opera
house during the honouring ceremony of prince Bader
Bin AbdulMohsen. From the start of her musical career,
Balgees was spotted for her distinguished performance
of songs written by Shaikh Hamdan Bin Mohamed Bin
Rashid Al Maktoum who is a huge supporter of Balgees’
superb talent.
